The ORRA Executive welcomed everyone and all attendees introduced themselves. 
Special thanks was given to Bar and Hedy Hodgson and the International Motorcycle Supershow 
for donating the space for ORRA to host the meeting.  
 
ORRA Executive reminded the assembled Members representatives that this meeting is the latest 
that payment can be accepted without incurring the late penalty. Members who wish to pay 
should see Marlene after the meeting. 
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The previous meetings minutes were accepted as printed by Mike Bossio and seconded by Mike 
Cutts. 
 
Controllers Report 
Marlene discussed our financial standing and a spreadsheet was available for the assembled 
members to review. Kevin outlined the rational behind building the surplus. He also noted that 
MCC requires payment of 1 dollar per member starting this year. As we anticipated this and have 
the surplus, ORRA will pay this on behalf of all members for 2008. Financial standing accepted 
as presented by Bruce Pooler and seconded by Mike Gnoyke.  
 
Safety and Awareness Report 
Mike gave an overview of the spring tune-up which will occur on 27th of April 2008 in the GO 
parking lot. It will be a repeat of last year’s exercises. One of the Members asked about 2 up 
exercises. Any rider is free to do the practice with a passenger providing both parties sign the 
waiver. One Member commented that the ride like a pro videos were worthwhile viewing.  
Mike went on the talk about the new legislation regarding speeding and stunt riding. If you stand 
up on your pegs to stretch your legs, it could be considered stunting. The OPP recommend that 
you stop to stretch your legs. Another Member suggested a link to the new laws from the ORRA 
website. The Executive will look into this(New regulations attached to the end of these minutes). 
There was also extensive discussion on the HOV lane battle and clarification on jurisdiction was 
provided by Peter Jacobs of the MCC. The municipal lane battle is going before Toronto city 
Council this coming Wednesday. Stay tuned. 
ORRA was granted monies by the MMIC and the Canadian National Sportsman Shows (CNSS)- 
see media release attached, to perform our planned safety and awareness blitz in May 2008. 
Many different avenues were discussed, including road signs, stickers, posters, billboards, 
pamphlets, gear, media promotions and the like. Mike showed a sample bumper sticker that was 
handed out by New York state as part of their awareness campaign. We could easily approach 
trucking companies to place them. It was decided that the roadside sign campaign would include 
all of the Member clubs, and cover the largest geographic area. It was also decided that bus rear 
signs in various cities would be the most cost effective way to reach drivers over a large area. 
Lastly, posters and postcards would be sent out to Members, shops, showrooms, and stores 
where motorcyclists assemble or distributed at the various shows. ORRA is doing this as the 
MTO does nothing for rider safety and awareness. In other jurisdictions provinces ands states are 
very active on the safety front. Ontario is lagging far behind. Member clubs are to submit text 
suggestions in the next few weeks to meet printing deadlines. The printed media is to be ready 
for distribution at the next ORRA meeting.  
One Member suggested that it would be better to have car drivers trained during their L1 and L2 
to look for motorcyclists rather than have us suffer for their entire driving career. 
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Web-site 
Chad was thanked for his hard work on getting the new web site up and running, ORRA 
Executive profiles were posted. ORRA will be providing a standard template to all clubs, as their 
profiles will also be included on the new website. Make sure to include a meeting place as lots of 
people enquire about this. The renewal fee calculator was deemed to be a success and was 
widely endorsed. Spokes and Mags volunteered at the last meeting to be the test club for ORRA 
to web host. They were unable to get their information to Chad for uploading in time for this 
meeting. Look for a trial run soon. Please use the web site to provide us with information about 
your events so that we may post them. 
 
MCC Update 
Peter Jacobs gave a brief overview of last years RPM symposium and discussed this years 
symposium which is likely to be in the Ottawa/ Gatineau region. He also gives a brief overview 
of the Off-Road council and its status. Liz Jansen, the MCC Director for Ontario gave an update 
on the Women Riders Council. See also the notice by MCC Director Peter Sheppard at the end of 
these minutes. 
 
Open Floor 
ORRA Executive congratulated the Zen Riders MC on their MAX award, which was presented 
to them earlier today. 
 
The ORRA executive are to expedite a copy of the Insurance certificate to the Member clubs. 
 
Bob Williams of Pennsylvania talked about his motorcycle touring company Canyon Vista 
Motorcycle Tours telephone 570-724-2535 web site www.canyonvistamotorcycletours.com. 
They run cloverleaf tours from a central location in and around the grand canyon east and they 
also have access to the race track at Watkins Glen. Pamphlets were handed out to those 
interested. Mike Raber stated that he has been in the area many times and it  is a beautiful area to 
ride.

MCC Update April 2007 
 
When, as Vintage Road Racing Association President, I brought the VRRA into the MCC as a 
founding member, I did so because of the belief that Canada needed a strong national motorcycle 
organization that would help all types of motorcycling interests including those of our members.  
It was also with the perception that although our club’s focus is vintage racing, our members and 
their families participate in other forms of motorcycling, ride the highways, and off road in the 
dirt. 
The MCC has developed as a national motorcycle service and advocacy organization that 
endeavours to protect the interests and riding future of motorcyclists on and off road.  It is not a 
competition sanctioning organization. 
Developing a national organization is time consuming and a little political. Protecting the 
interests of motorcyclists leads into many other areas; all levels of government including 
international; inter-club and association issues and other recreation vehicle activities.  These 
activities requires time and therefore money, and while initial start up funding has been provided 
by the motorcycling industry through MMIC, the time has come when we must ask the member 
organizations to consider providing funds for their membership in MCC. 
Your first question is probably “well, what are we getting for our money?” which is a good 
question and my best answer is to tell you what has happened since the meeting in 2004 when it 
was first proposed to set up the MCC. 
MCC has established its by-laws and incorporated. MCC has hired a full time professional 
Manager. Director’s have been elected by the members for each province or territory. The web 
site www.motorcyling.ca  was created and an e-newsletter made available. As well, a page for 
MCC news is published monthly in Inside Motorcycles magazine. 
MCC negotiated General Liability coverage for all member clubs and organizations.  This 
insurance covers all events and activities but not wheel to wheel racing.  We also provide access 
to low cost Directors and Officers Errors and Omissions insurance for club organizers such as 
the VRRA Executive. 
Provincial rider associations from BC, Alberta, Ontario, Quebec and PEI became members.  In 
provinces that do not have provincial associations individual clubs joined.  Provincial off road 
associations from Alberta, Ontario and Quebec joined and recently two new ones in BC and 
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Nova Scotia were formed and became members. A national MCC “Off Road Council” was 
formed to help organize and coordinate activities and share information. 
More recently, a “Women Riders Council” was formed, and with a national steering committee 
of experienced female riders is developing ways to encourage more women to enjoy 
motorcycling. 
Following discussions last year with founder Bar Hodgson, it was agreed that under a new 
national board the Canadian Motorcycling Hall of Fame would be administered by the MCC. We 
have now run 2 successful CMHOF events, so look forward to 2008’s being even bigger. Check 
www.cmhf.ca  
In an effort to improve safety for all road using motorcyclists, the MCC partnered with the BC 
Safety Council and produced the inaugural Risk Performance Management National Motorcycle 
Symposiums (RPM) drawing on international experience and expertise with the intent to 
influence governments to bring a Canadian Motorcycling Safety Strategy into being as has been 
done in other countries. It was very successful so look forward to the 2008 RPM which will be in 
eastern Canada. Check www.motorcycling-rpm.ca for details. 
The MCC has also been invited by the Federation of European Motorcycle Associations (FEMA) 
to join them and the AMA, MRF, and FIM to represent Canada on international issues where 
Canada has no non-competition representation.  
In Ontario MCC helped the decision to provide free on street parking for bikes in Toronto and 
hope this example will encourage other towns and cities to follow suit.  MCC is also working to 
allow motorcycles with one person aboard to use the provincial HOV lanes as on the 404 and 
403 highways as studies show this is the safest lane for us. 
There are many issues facing motorcyclists that require attention: land closures, road bans for 
bikes, noise regulation and enforcement, environmental concerns, street racing laws, and the like.  
All of which the MCC will be actively engaged in or supporting our provincial and regional 
partners in their efforts to ensure there is a voice of reason at the table to protect the future of 
motorcycling. 
Soon the time will come when the local organizations will be asked to pay for membership in 
MCC, please reflect on the cost of protecting that future.

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Highway Traffic Act 

Code de la route 

ONTARIO REGULATION 455/07 

RACES, CONTESTS AND STUNTS 

Consolidation Period:  From September 30, 2007 to the e-Laws currency date. 

No amendments. 

This Regulation is made in English only. 

Report to Registrar 
1.  (1)  A police officer who requests, under clause 172 (5) (a) of the Act, that a 

person surrender his or her driver’s licence shall, before providing the person with the 
notice of suspension required by subsection 172 (10) of the Act, report the request and 
the following information to the Registrar: 

1. The driver’s name. 

2. If known, the driver’s address, date of birth and driver’s licence number. 

3. The date and time of the request. 

4. The location at which the alleged offence under subsection 172 (1) of the Act 
took place. O. Reg. 455/07, s. 1 (1). 

(2)  The report under subsection (1) shall be made by any form of 
telecommunication. O. Reg. 455/07, s. 1 (2). 

(3)  A police officer who has made a report under subsection (1) shall, as soon as 
practical after making the report, complete a form provided by the Registrar for that 
purpose and forward the completed form to the Registrar. O. Reg. 455/07, s. 1 (3). 

Definition, “race” and “contest” 
2.  (1)  For the purposes of section 172 of the Act, “race” and “contest” include any 

activity where one or more persons engage in any of the following driving behaviours: 

1. Driving two or more motor vehicles at a rate of speed that is a marked 
departure from the lawful rate of speed and in a manner that indicates the 
drivers of the motor vehicles are engaged in a competition. 

2. Driving a motor vehicle in a manner that indicates an intention to chase 
another motor vehicle. 
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3. Driving a motor vehicle without due care and attention, without reasonable 
consideration for other persons using the highway or in a manner that may 
endanger any person by, 

i. driving a motor vehicle at a rate of speed that is a marked departure from 
the lawful rate of speed, 

ii. outdistancing or attempting to outdistance one or more other motor 
vehicles while driving at a rate of speed that is a marked departure from 
the lawful rate of speed, or 

iii. repeatedly changing lanes in close proximity to other vehicles so as to 
advance through the ordinary flow of traffic while driving at a rate of 
speed that is a marked departure from the lawful rate of speed. O. Reg. 
455/07, s. 2 (1). 

(2)  In this section,  

“marked departure from the lawful rate of speed” means a rate of speed that may limit 
the ability of a driver of a motor vehicle to prudently adjust to changing 
circumstances on the highway. O. Reg. 455/07, s. 2 (2). 

Definition, “stunt” 
3.  For the purposes of section 172 of the Act, “stunt” includes any activity where 

one or more persons engage in any of the following driving behaviours: 

1. Driving a motor vehicle in a manner that indicates an intention to lift some or 
all of its tires from the surface of the highway, including driving a motorcycle 
with only one wheel in contact with the ground, but not including the use of lift 
axles on commercial motor vehicles. 

2. Driving a motor vehicle in a manner that indicates an intention to cause some 
or all of its tires to lose traction with the surface of the highway while turning. 

3. Driving a motor vehicle in a manner that indicates an intention to spin it or 
cause it to circle, without maintaining control over it. 

4. Driving two or more motor vehicles side by side or in proximity to each other, 
where one of the motor vehicles occupies a lane of traffic or other portion of 
the highway intended for use by oncoming traffic for a period of time that is 
longer than is reasonably required to pass another motor vehicle. 

5. Driving a motor vehicle with a person in the trunk of the motor vehicle. 

6. Driving a motor vehicle while the driver is not sitting in the driver’s seat.  

7. Driving a motor vehicle at a rate of speed that is 50 kilometres per hour or 
more over the speed limit. 
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8. Driving a motor vehicle without due care and attention, without reasonable 
consideration for other persons using the highway or in a manner that may 
endanger any person by, 

i. driving a motor vehicle in a manner that indicates an intention to prevent 
another vehicle from passing,  

ii. stopping or slowing down a motor vehicle in a manner that indicates the 
driver’s sole intention in stopping or slowing down is to interfere with the 
movement of another vehicle by cutting off its passage on the highway 
or to cause another vehicle to stop or slow down in circumstances 
where the other vehicle would not ordinarily do so, 

iii. driving a motor vehicle in a manner that indicates an intention to drive, 
without justification, as close as possible to another vehicle, pedestrian 
or fixed object on or near the highway, or 

iv. making a left turn where,  

(A) the driver is stopped at an intersection controlled by a traffic 
control signal system in response to a circular red indication;  

(B) at least one vehicle facing the opposite direction is similarly 
stopped in response to a circular red indication; and 

(C) the driver executes the left turn immediately before or after the 
system shows only a circular green indication in both directions 
and in a manner that indicates an intention to complete or attempt 
to complete the left turn before the vehicle facing the opposite 
direction is able to proceed straight through the intersection in 
response to the circular green indication facing that vehicle. 
O. Reg. 455/07, s. 3. 

Exceptions 
4.  (1)  Despite section 2, “race” and “contest” do not include,  

(a) a rally, navigational rally or similar event that is conducted, 

(i) under the supervision of the Canadian Association of Rally Sport, 

(ii) under the supervision of a club or association approved in writing by the 
Ministry, or 

(iii) with the written approval of the road authority or road authorities having 
jurisdiction over the highway or highways used; 

(b) motor vehicle owners engaged in a tour, scenic drive, treasure hunt or other 
similar motoring event in which the participants drive responsibly and in a 
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manner that indicates an overall intention to comply with the provisions of the 
Act; or 

(c) an event held on a closed course with the written approval of the road 
authority having jurisdiction over the highway, including any event lawfully 
using any of the trademarks “CART”, “Formula One”, “Indy”, “IndyCar”, “IRL” 
or “NASCAR”. O. Reg. 455/07, s. 4 (1). 

(2)  Despite sections 2 and 3, “race”, “contest” and “stunt” do not include any 
activity required for the lawful operation of motor vehicles described in subsections 62 
(15.1) or 128 (13) of the Act, or the lawful operation of an emergency vehicle as defined 
in subsection 144 (1) of the Act. O. Reg. 455/07, s. 4 (2). 

5.  Omitted (provides for coming into force of provisions of this Regulation).
